If registrant is randomly selected, a urine specimen collection kit will be sent by Certified Mail, Return Receipt
Requested, to Addressee Only at the above address. The kit will contain forms and supplies for a SAMHSA (DOT)
drug test to be performed. Registrant must report to the collection site listed below and provide a urine specimen as
soon as possible following notification but in no event later than 32 hours after delivery of the kit to the registrant
(Sundays and Holidays excepted). Failure to test or reporting late for testing without prior approval of the Medical
Review Officer may result in either a presumptively positive report being filed or results being rejected for purposes
of satisfying USCG-required random testing.

If the testing lab's approved collection site named below is inconvenient to the registrant's place of employment or
residence., the registrant must call APCA Programs (727) 522-2727 IMMEDIATELY for alternatives. Unless another
site is assigned prior to the registrant's random selection for testing, collection MUST be performed only at the
following facility:

No separate collection fee is payable to the Collector. Registrant has prepaid all fees.
Bring chain-of-custody form and all other included documentation to collection site.

Registrant must also notify APCA Programs if any other information contained in the Consortium database is
incorrect. '

After review and verification by the Medical Review Officer, all test results are reported to the listed Employer's

Designated Agent. If the Registrant is self-employed or is also the Employer's Designated Agent, POSITIVE results
will be concurrently reported to the local USCG MSO.

Registrant will be available for annual random testing during all reasonable periods with the following exceptions:
Registrant should retain this Letter of Confirmation with other USCG-required official documents as evidence of
enroliment in APCA Programs' Random Consortium. If a change of address, phone, employer, collection site, or
result recipient occurs, the registrant (or employer) must notify the Consortium Administrator as soon as possible.

APCA PROGRAMS' RANDON CONSORTIUM files an MIS report for all members anually.

APCA PROGRAMS' RANDOM CONSORTIUM does not provide for "SERIOUS MARINE INCIDENT" required in
48CFR 16.240/46 CFR4.6. However a collection kit may be ordered from us.
